For the Frontend Developer position the group DataAnnotation is looking for a candidate with qualities in Python and JavaScript. This is seen in their job description to have the ability to work with AI learning models integration into chatbots. Since they mentioned Python and JavaScript in there highly recommended languages needed for qualifications, they are most likely using a Python framework for the AI model and implementing it into a web formfactor using JavaScript. The environment sounds to be solo development tasks as they have “flexible schedules” and “choose the project you want to work on” in the job post showing that you’ll be picking up tasks that you can do. They are most likely willing to negotiate SQL and Swift experience as they are app and backend languages that aren’t needed for AI learning models but can help when working in those sections.

The job offer Front End Application Developer from Paradigm is looking to hire a Frontend developer that has Junior level experience. The most important aspect they are looking for are experience in HTML, CSS, JavaScript, and project built with web frameworks (React, Angular, or Vue). They are looking for a remote position, but the company is over 200+ employees within person events, so the environment will most likely consist of remote work and optional events that you can attend. The company is most likely to be willing to negotiate on having experience in multiple work experiences in typescript frameworks as this is a junior level position. They would require you to have some experience in one or more typescript frameworks as this would build the foundation of this level of development showing that you can adapt in different language fields.

The job as a Web Developer for Figma is looking to find someone with strong foundations in web dev basics HTML, CSS, and JavaScript as well having experience with React, Headless CMS, and Node.js. This experience would be beneficial for a Frontend Developer for building typescript-based web factors. The environment in Figma would be team-based working alongside people and making sure to work together and not solo. In this environment you’ll need to work effectively with a group and not concur alone. The group will be most willing to find leeway around campaign experience as this is a Frontend role and the Campaign work would be a plus, but finding time to investigate this would help push your resume up as some campaigns are best developed by the developers who are informed on the structure being built.

The experience I have qualifies myself as a mid-senior level developer in the field for Frontend work as well having experience and certification in campaign work adding bonus points. My exact skills that I believe work best in this area are HTML, CSS, JavaScript, TypeScript, React, SQL, Wordpress, CMS, Node.js, Salesforce, and Adobe Campaign. All the mentioned skills are covered with experience on projects that I’ve worked on or lead with content that can be used for representing my contribution.
